The Smart Drill has a repeatable accuracy to .001mm, ensuring proper hole placement each and
every time. Because axis is the most important aspect of drilling rimless, accuracy of the drill is crucial.
The slightest error in hole placement can lead to crooked jobs once they are mounted. The Smart Drill
holds the lenses by their finishing block so there is no chance for drilling to be off axis. The Smart Drill
is adjusted for axis and ready to drill before it reaches your lab.

NOTCHING AND SLOTS?

Because notches are compression settings the distance from the hole to the notch is critical. Hand
drilling a notch is nearly impossible to do accurately. Most often the mounted lens is either too tight
causing stress and eventually cracking, or too loose requiring frequent tightening. Using the Smart Drill
the distance from the notch to the hole will be precise each and every time.

SMART DRILL vS. EDGERS WITH DRILLING FUNCTION

Edgers with drilling functions don't allow the same amount of flexibility that the SD offers. Most edgers
with drilling functions use the demo lens to take measurements. This can be a critical flaw in that
most demo lenses are mass produced and are not drilled correctly. Using these to process new jobs
will replicate any errors made during mass production. Computer controlled drills and edgers can be
extremely difficult to program. The Smart Drill follows a simple X Y coordinate allowing the operator to
easily process all types of 3 piece mounts. It takes little to no technical training to use and operate the
Smart Drill successfully from day 1. Thousands of dollars can be saved by bundling a Smart Drill with a
new edger rather than buying one with a drilling function.

CustoM LENSs SHAPES IN NEARLY AND FRAME

The beauty of rimless is that nearly any lens shape or eyesize can be placed in nearly any frame. No
longer will customers be limited to the style that the frame manufacturer has designed. The drilling
data will all remain the same; the only thing you will need to determine is the vertical height of where to
mount the nasal and the temple.

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A Note on Drills:

The easiest way to damage a lens is by
using an improper drill bit. Standard
drill bits dull easily causing friction, heat,
cracks and warpage. To avoid redo
errors always use micro-grain carbide
drill bits intended for rimless drilling.
